
Attention: Farmers and Ranchers in Cherokee County, if you have suffered damage due to tornado or wildfire, you may apply for the following two programs before May 17, 2006 at the Tahlequah Farm Service Agency office. 
  

TORNADO CLEAN UP ASSISTANCE AVAILABLE TO FARMERS & RANCHERS
  
A tornado has caused severe damage in northern area of the Cherokee County. Farms and ranches suffering severe damage may be eligible for assistance under the Emergency Conservation Program (ECP) administered by the Farm Service Agency (FSA)
  
A producer qualifying for ECP assistance may receive cost-share levels not to exceed 75 percent of the eligible cost of restoration measures. No producer is eligible for more than $200,000 cost sharing per natural disaster occurrence.  The following types of measures may be eligible:  
removing debris from farmland 

  
restoring permanent fences

WILDFIRE ASSISTANCE AVAILABLE TO FARMERS & RANCHERS
  
A wildfire has caused severe damage in northern area of the Cherokee County.
