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What is the Cherokee Nation?
  
The constitutional government of the Cherokee people, federally recognized since 1785. 
  
The Cherokee Nation Government has treaties with Great Britain and the United States dating back to the 1720s. 
  
Federal Courts 
UKBCIO v. Secretary of the Interior 1991
There is no distinction between the Cherokee Nation at the time of Oklahoma statehood and now. 
The Cherokee Nation has land and treaty rights.   
Recognized by all three branches of the federal government as the ONLY CHEROKEE NATION with treaty rights and jurisdiction over land in what is now. 
  
"This court has previously decided that the Cherokee Nation is the only tribal entity with jurisdictional authority in Indian Country within the Cherokee Nation." UKBCIO v. Wilma Mankiller et al. 1993 
  

What is the United Keetoowah Band of Cherokee Indians of Oklahoma?
  
A federal tribal corporation created in 1946 with no land base or jurisdiction.Created by an act of Congressmade up of fewer than 40 words.The UKBCIO has no land and no treaty rights.The UKB is a subgroup of the Cherokee Nation. The UKBCIO has no sovereign authority over the Cherokee Nation, but the Cherokee Nation does have authority over the UKBCIO.The court has previously determined the Cherokee Nation jurisdiction over said lands is superior to that of the UKB. UKBCIO v. Wilma Mankiller et al. 1993 The 1946 Act [creating the UKBCIO] did not authorize or recognize concurrent jurisdiction over Cherokee lands within the former reservation. ... The Band has no right or entitlement to acquire property in a trust status. UKBCIO v. Secretary of the Interior 1991
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
