The applicants will receive notification that they are an official candidate for the 2023-24 Miss Cherokee
Leadership Competition. The official contestants will be required to attend a mandatory orientation for an
overview of the activities that will be occurring during the competition, on Saturday, July 29, 2023. Only
those who meet the criteria as a contestant will be notified of the time and place of the orientation.

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2023-24 MISS CHEROKEE LEADERSHIP COMPETITION
CONTESTANT ELIGIBILITY AND QUALIFICATIONS

Be between 18 and 22 years of age by August 19, 2023.

Be a registered Cherokee Nation tribal citizen.

Reside within the Cherokee Nation reservation, six (6) months prior to application deadline.

Be a high school graduate or have successfully completed a GED testing program for high school
equivalency.

Must not have been married or have ever cohabited.

Must not have been pregnant or given birth.

Must not have previously served as Miss Cherokee.

Must never have been convicted of any crime nor have any criminal charges pending.

Must be physically able to fulfill the duties of the position. Official appearances begin Saturday, August 19,
2023, immediately following the crowning and contract signing.

Contestants will be judged on Cherokee language usage during their introduction and cultural presentation.
Appearances are frequently outdoors which could expose her to weather conditions of extreme cold (below
32 degrees) and extreme heat (above 100 degrees) and she may not be protected from weather conditions.
There may be sufficient noise to cause her to shout in order to be heard above the noise level. Hazards she
would be exposed to include moving vehicles and high places such as stages. Her appearances will have
physical demands that require sitting, nearly continuous hearing and listening, talking, standing, and will
often be walking, bending, stooping, climbing stairs, kneeling/squatting, reaching overhead, and sometimes
lifting up to 50 pounds.

Must abide by all safety guidelines, and those that may arise even in a pandemic, including but not limited to:
Executive Orders, Cherokee Nation Health and Safety Guidelines, CDC Guidelines, etc. These guidelines may
be updated frequently based on the changing and fluid environment of the COVID-19 pandemic. All updates
will be based on current information provided by the Centers for Disease Control, Cherokee Nation, State
and Local Health officials.
